TWO-SIDES DEBATE: Group presentation
Due in your tutorials (see schedule): A 10 minute GROUP presentation of the debate as assigned in your tutorials. Presentations will be strictly timed, rehearse and prepare them to be no longer than 10 minutes! There will be a few extra minutes for questions from the class after your presentation.

A four page, double-spaced summary of research and responses will also be due from each INDIVIDUAL student in class for hand-in to your tutorial leaders. 

You will collect research, brainstorm on the topic, and develop a presentation of the debate surrounding a recent and controversial artwork. Your TA will assign the artwork to each group.

Each group of 3 will explore one of the controversial artworks below:

1. Tracey Emin – Everyone I have Ever Slept With

2. Sam Durant - Scaffold

3. Ai Wei Wei – Alan Kurdi image

4. Rachel Whiteread – House
5. Damien Hirst – A Thousand Years
6. Maya Lin – Vietnam War Memorial

The 10-minute presentation should consist of:

1. Introduction

A clear introduction to the artist and the specific controversial artwork, with visual support material. Bring your support material on a data key.

(Approx: 3 minutes)

2. Debate

An enactment of the debate surrounding the work representing the two or more sides in disagreement, with visual support material.

(Approx: 5 minutes) 

3. Conclusion

A conclusion to the story, with information about the reprocussions of the controversy for the stakeholders including the artist, curators/directors, the institutions, and the opponents of the work. 

(Approx: 2 minutes)
The written component should consist of: 

4-5 double spaced pages summarizing your own research contributions to the project, and your own responses to the questions the materials provoke. You must also include a bibliography.
