Note on Schedule, Assignments, and Grades in 1050:

Talk to your TA about improving your work, and take the feedback graciously to help you do better research, understand the concepts, and make stronger work. 

If you feel a grade is inappropriate for your work - you must discuss your questions with your TA. If you do not feel satisfied with the outcome of that discussion, your TA can send the assignment and grading sheet to the professor for review, discussion, and re-grading if necessary. This could result in the same grade, a lower grade, or a higher grade on your assignment.
